It is an ongoing process of formation,
catechesis and liturgical rites. Anyone interested is asked to call the
rectory to discuss the process.

SACRAMENT OF BAPTISM...Parents are asked to call the parish
office to register for the Baptismal Preparation Meeting and for the
baptism of their child. Parents are expected to be participating
members of the parish.

SACRAMENT OF MARRIAGE...Couples seeking to be married in the
Church are to make arrangements with the pastor six months to one
year in advance of their intended wedding date, in order to allow
time for marriage preparation.

The whole story of John’s birth is thick with Old Testament [Sa@at ur day, Jhmee F30:st Mart

echoes, especially echoes of the story of Abraham. God
appeared to Abraham and promised that his wife would bear
him a son; He announced the son’s name and the role Isaac
would play in salvation history (Genesis 17:1, 16, 19).

The same thing happened to Zechariah and Elizabeth.
Through His angel, God announced John’s birth to this
righteous yet barren couple. He made them call John a
special name—and told them the special part John would
play in fulfilling His plan for history (Luke 1:5-17).

As Paul says in today’s Second Reading, John was to herald
the fulfillment of all God’s promises to the children of
Abraham (Luke 1:55, 73). John was to bring the word of
salvation to all the people of Israel. More than that, he was
to be a light to the nations—to all those groping in the dark
for God.

We often associate John with his fiery preaching (Matthew
3:7-12). But there was a deep humility at the heart of his
mission. Paul alludes to that when he quotes John’s words
about not being worthy to unfasten the sandals of Christ’s
feet. John said, “[Christ] must increase. [ must
decrease” (John 3:30).

We must have that same attitude as we seek to follow Jesus.
The repentance John preached was a turning away from sin
and selfishness and a turning of our whole hearts to the
Father. We must decrease so that, like John, we can grow
strong in the Spirit until Christ is made manifest in each of
us. ~ Scott Hahn, Ph.D.

“Our Conference is very grateful for the support St.
Aloysius Conference gives us to reach the most needy. In
our activities, the most recent is a visit to the VIFO (Villa
Infantil Federico Ozanam) which houses 21 children. This
shelter was affected by the El Nifio phenomenon a few
months ago. Thanks to the support of several conferences
including this one we are very well. For security reasons
even though they are close to the beach, they do not visit it.
We take them to the beach every year, we take them
groceries and we spend a day full of joy. A year ago, we
came to work with a group of children from the upper parts
of our district who are the ones who need it the most. We
are approximately 50 children. We visited at least once.
This group of children is called the Club Vicentino ACU.
We prayed with them, we sing, we read parables, we give
them drawings to paint, we make them dynamic and we
teach them the word of God. For Christmas, we organize
our chocolate. In the colder months, we organize our winter
campaign to donate bedspreads, sweaters, shawls and
blankets. Currently the children are beginning the school
stage so we have our school campaign. We also work with
home visits. We are currently working with five families
that have a variety of needs. Some families are
dysfunctional and others have financial problems. We are
supporting them with school supplies for children, we take
them to the floor and we share with them. We work in our
parish hall actively participate once a month and cook for
100 guests for free. We do it with much will and joy. We
are living Holy Week so in our Parish many activities are
organized and as lay Vincentians we are actively
participating since our group is made up of young people.
The ideal is to involve them and participate permanently
and persevere. It is a small summary of what we are
currently living. I will be writing soon and sending more
photos to have stronger bonds. Greetings and hugs for the
entire St. Aloysius Conference that God will fill them with
Blessings.”
